Location

Step inside to be welcomed into a

central hallway with wood-e�ect

�ooring, a built-in storage

cupboard, and access to the lo�. The

spacious sitting/dining room is

positioned to the front of the

property and bene�ts from dual-

aspect windows, allowing natural

light to �ll the space throughout the

day. Wood-e�ect �ooring continues

underfoot, providing a clean and

low-maintenance �nish.



Also to the front, the kitchen o�ers a range of �tted wall and base units with space for an electric cooker

and white goods. Two useful pantry cupboards o�er additional storage, and a door provides direct access to

the garden.

Both bedrooms are set to the rear of the property, overlooking the garden and �nished with �tted carpets

and uPVC windows. The family bathroom sits between the two bedrooms and includes a three-piece suite

with bath and mixer shower tap, along with partial wall tiling.

The fully enclosed rear garden can be accessed via a gated entrance on the driveway or directly from the

kitchen. A lawn forms the main area, with established shrubbery and hedging in one corner, and a patio

running the width of the property o�ering space for outdoor seating. There is also the potential to reinstate

a former �ower bed to add extra interest. The single garage includes an up-and-over door to the front and a

separate side access door.
