Hethersett Road lies in the quiet, rural village of
Ketteringham, a small Norfolk community surrounded by
open farmland and gently rolling countryside. The village is
located approximately 3 miles north-east of Wymondham,
providing convenient access to its range of shops, cafés, and
weekly market, as well as 5 to 6 miles south-west of Norwich,
making the city’s cultural and retail amenities readily
accessible.

While Ketteringham itself is primarily residential, residents
benefit from the tranquillity of country living with scenic
walks and green spaces on the doorstep. Families are well
served by nearby schools, including Hethersett Primary
School, Hethersett Woodside Primary & Nursery, and
Hethersett Academy, with further options in Wymondham.

Transport connections are practical: Wymondham railway
station offers regular services to Norwich, while local bus
routes link surrounding villages and the city. Road access is
straightforward via the A11, connecting Ketteringham
efficiently to Norwich and the surrounding region. Living on
Hethersett Road offers a balance between a peaceful rural
