The bathroom has
been recently updated and finished in a clean, modern style,
complete with a shower over the bath and a heated towel rail
for added comfort.
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The home benefits from gas central heating and mains
services, contributing to its practicality. Outside, the rear
garden is enclosed and mainly laid to lawn, making it a
manageable space for those who want to enjoy the outdoors
without too much upkeep. There is also side access, along
with a driveway leading to a garage, providing useful storage
and off-road parking.
