At the heart of the property,

the newly installed kitchen (September 2025) features neutral units,

wooden-style worktops and a marble-styled tiled backsplash, ��owing

openly into a light-��lled dining area with French and sliding doors to the

garden. The sitting room o�fers excellent proportions and a subtle blue

theme that creates a calm, coastal-inspired atmosphere ideal for both

relaxing and entertaining. Outside, a landscaped, low-maintenance garden

with arti��cial turf and tiled seating areas is complemented by a driveway

and garage, completing this well-rounded and inviting home.
