Location

Situated along Church Street in the well-served market
town of Dereham, this location offers a convenient and
established setting with a wide range of amenities close
at hand.

Accessed via a secure entry system, the apartment
opens into an entrance hall fitted with an intercom,
providing a practical arrival point with access through
to the main living space.
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The kitchen and living area is arranged in an open plan
layout, creating a functional and sociable space for everyday
use. Dual aspect windows to the front and rear allow for a
good level of natural light throughout the day. The kitchen is
fitted with a range of wall and base units with worktops over,
incorporating a sink and drainer, fitted oven and hob, and
space for additional appliances including a fridge freezer and
washing machine. There is sufficient room within the space
for both seating and dining, making it adaptable to a range of
lifestyles.

Positioned separately, the bedroom is a generous double with
dual aspect windows, offering a bright and comfortable setting
with space for additional furniture as required. A door leads
through to the ensuite bathroom, which is fitted with a bath
and shower over, WC, and wash basin, along with a heated
towel rail and practical finishes. Additional storage is available
within the apartment, supporting day to day organisation.

Externally, the property benefits from one allocated parking
space located to the rear of the building. Positioned within
close reach of local amenities and transport links, this
apartment offers a convenient and accessible setting suited to

a range of buyers.
